
T he conflict between Russia and Ukraine continues to expand. For instance, one report indicates 
a Russian nuclear power plant was attacked [1]. Then, Russia launched an attack that destroyed a 

Ukrainian power plant [2]. Reports indicate the Ukraine hit Russian oil depots setting off a large fire 
[3]. Meanwhile, the US has approved a $61 Billion Ukraine aid package that expected to help keep 
Russia from securing a victory [4]. In response, Russia has warned the US chose the path of war [5]. 
Additionally, since February, the US has been secretly supplying the Ukraine with the longer range 
(190 mile) ATACMS missiles [6]. Finally, in a victory for Russia, the US was ordered to leave by the 
government of Niger [7].  

This comes as a report suggests the Russian war machine is being supported by China [7]. Reports 
also indicate that China is behind the illegal Fentanyl trade by offering tax rebates and other incen-
tives to manufacturers [9].  

The Middle-East remains a risk to US forces station in the region. Case in point, five rockets were 
fired from Iraq at a US base located in Syria [10]. Meanwhile, the Houthis continue firing missiles at 
ships [11]. 
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O n Saturday, April 13, 
Iran launched a 

drone and ballistic missile 
attack against Israel with 
the US shooting down 
many [1]. The attack includ-
ed 170 drones, more than 
30 cruise missiles and more 
than 120 ballistic missiles 
[2]. By one estimate, the 
Middle East war now in-
cludes 16 nations [3]. Just 
before attacking Israel; Iran 
seized a ship passing 
through the Strait of Hor-
muz [4]. 

In response, Israel launched 
a limited attack inside of 
Iran [5]. Early reports indi-

cated, on April 19, Israeli 
aircraft fired missiles at 
Iranian air force assets lo-
cated at Isfahan in central 
Iran [6]. Satellite imagery 
showed two air defense 
systems damaged at an air-
field in Isfahan [7]. One 
report indicates the Israeli 
attack included the use of 
hypersonic halt-ton Ram-
page missiles [8]. 

 The Israel Defense Forces 
(IDF) struck Hezbollah air 
defense targets in Lebanon, 
following a drone attack 
that wounded 18 people in 
Israel [9]. In response, dur-
ing one series of attacks, the 

IDF hit 40 Hezbollah sites 
[10]. Then, the IDF struck 
the “Popular Mobilization 
Forces”, an Iranian backed 
group located in Iraq [11].
